We will share an experience of a mother, who is a member
of the “Group of Parents Confronting Child Delinquency.”
What if you suddenly face the reality of your child
committing theft (shoplifting) one day...

He then started fooling around and
ended up getting caught committing theft (shoplifting). | had to go to the
police station to pick him up. | could not tolerate him, so | cried and
spanked him. He then gradually became violent and abusive toward me.
We were totally shattered. | was so sad that | wished | could die. One
day, | went to a workshop organized by the association, where | heard that “Problems
come out of the weakest person in the family, just like an illness comes out in the
weakest area of the body.” | then realized that my son was in the most vulnerable
position in the family. In fact, | was the one forcing him to change. I thought | would
continue to struggle with my life, if | acted like that. | then started to turn my attention
to my hobby. That was when my family and | became peaceful.

My son seems to have found what he wanted to do. | know there will be times when
| am tested again as a parent, but | try not to rush. | will continue to have trust in him

and move forward. There must be reasons for children’s problematic behavior.

Your child feels flatly rejected. It is even possible
he feels intimidated and does not speak his mind
any more.

You are not a child (
who would do such a thing.

You are not engaging with your child, and this
will not solve the issue. He may also think that
you “will never understand” him.

If parents became hostile towards each other,
home would no longer be a place of comfort but
of “conflict” for children.

Children are very sensitive. If they feel “mom
and dad started not getting along with each
other because of them,” they will deepen their
sense of guilt and self-denial, which will hinder
recovery.

You made a fool of yourself. (
So embarrassing! \

This comment implies you worry about what other
people think. Your child feels that you “place more
importance to the public image rather than
himself.” He may eventually close his mind.

Your child is more likely to shift the blame onto others if he
hears this kind of comment.

Rather than accepting the consequences of his behavior,
he may end up developing a habit of blaming someone else.
